Trained for almost anything, Kyle is 
never sure what he will find at the scene 
of an accident or incident, but he isn’t 
alone.

Kyle: “The SES is like a second 
family that come together and help 
other people. They are a special bunch, 
the SES.

We cover a lot of car accidents and 
incidents over the West Coast but can 
be called in to help out anywhere we 
might be needed. We work closely with 
Tasmanian Police and often take part in 
training exercises together.”

Alan: “So one day you could be 
pulling a trapped person from a car and 
the next you could be dealing with fires, 

floods,  rockslides or missing hikers.”
Kyle: “Yes, we are all highly trained 

in the use of all the equipment, whether 
it be first aid, the jaws of life, ropes, 
and recovery etc. It keeps things 
interesting.”

Sarah Island, 200 years to the day
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It was 1815 when Captain James Kelly 
became the first European to sail through 
‘Hell’s Gates’, the aptly named entrance 
to Macquarie Harbour. He named Sarah 
Island after Sarah Birch, the wife of the 
merchant who had paid for the voyage.
Seven years later two ships, the ‘Sophia’ 
and the ‘Prince Leopold’ left Hobart 
Town to set up a penal settlement on the 
island.
The two ships were separated in bad 
weather but the ‘Sophia’, under the hand 
of Captain John Kelly dropped anchor in 
‘tempestuous and rainy weather’ just off 
the coast of Sarah Island. 
Longboats were lowered and soldiers 
of the 48th Regiment, a surgeon and the 
new commandant were rowed ashore 
by convicts (both men and women), 
and thus, the Macquarie Harbour Penal 
Settlement began.
The date was January 3rd, 1822.
200 years on and Sarah Island was the 
scene of a “re-enactment” of the first day 
of landing and unloading supplies onto 
Sarah Island.
Around 800 people arrived on the island 
as part of their cruise with World Heritage 
Cruises and Gordon River Cruises and 
were met with a ‘Welcome to Country’ 
by Trish Hodge. Trish was a wealth of 
information on Aboriginal culture and 
history and said the following. 
“It was 200 years since the convicts 
landed, this was no celebration, it was an 
anniversary, and the most important part 
of the day was telling our story. There 

was no fanfare or celebration, only a 
sense of humility and understanding of 
the deep impact this had on our culture, 
heritage, and people”. 
Organised by Kiah Davey and the Round 
Earth Company, the crew from the tall 
ship ‘Windeward Bound’ travelled up 

from Hobart with a 20ft launch to be a 
part of the event, as did convict historian 
Hamish Maxwell-Stewart, members of 
a historical re-enactment group from 
Hobart, and  of course, Trish Hodge of 
NITA Education.
Lunch was supplied by Zara Trihey 

and her crew from the Linda Café 
and consisted of food that would have 
traditionally been eaten 200 years ago at 
such a settlement.
The soldiers and convicts had several 
landings on Sawpit Beach throughout the 
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The West Coast has been drawing the 
attention of gravity focused mountain 
bikers for months, with tantalizing 
images of rocky ridgelines perched high 
above Queenstown and Lake Burbury 
promising alpine style trails and long 
technical descents.

Queenstown, Strahan, Zeehan, Tullah, Rosebery Waratah - The West’s own newspaper
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These are letters supplied by Zara Trihey 
from her Grandfather who served in World 
War One. 

Scribed by my Grandfather Albert 
Wallish July 7th 1915.  
Lest we forget.
Dear Will, 
just a few lines to let you know I am 
still going strong, although wounded 
in the right hand.  I had three weeks of 
solid going and it was hot and heavy.  I 
daresay you have read all about in in 
the papers before now.  Our lads were 
grand, couldn’t beat them, and they had 
a tough proposition, everyone who has 
been through it knows really how tough 
it was, in fact it was only our bluff and 
guts that carried us through.  Anyway I am 
just about right again now and expect to 
go back again tomorrow.  Jack was gone 
before I got back here so I did not see 
him, but hope that he is alright, which is 
hardly to be expected, considering he is 
on a machine gun and a man wants to be 
lucky to miss getting one while working 
one of those.  I will try and get him off 
it when I get back, that is if he wants to 
come off it.  The first week was the worst 
of the fighting and there was about half 
of our battalion killed and wounded but it 
took them 3 weeks to give me one and that 
was a fluke.  I carried the piece of shrapnel 
around in my hand for a fortnight, I still 
have a piece and will send it home today.  
I bet that dad will hang onto  that.
Well old chap I am going back and I know 
what I am going back to.  I could easily 
get out of it and get home because my 

hand is not really right but I doubt if it 
ever will be but there are too many cold 
footed buggers here malingering now.  I 
will either be knocked out or get through 
and I don’t think the ammunition is made 
that will send me out, and if I get through 
I think I can get a commission. 
This place is very hot and when I get 
away I don’t want to see Egypt again.  
Cairo is about the dirtiest place you could 
imagine.  I think that you are a farmer 
now, I hope you are getting on well and 

when I come back which I certainly will 
do I will pay you a visit.
Well old chap I will ring off.
Hope this finds you well, I remain your 
affectionate Nephew/Son!
I will just (in case you know) say good 
health to yourself, excuse writing as paw 
is not too good yet.

PS Am going out to have a gay time today 
in Cairo. Ta Ta 

Second letter - October 31 1915
Dear Will, 
just a few lines to let you know how I am 
progressing.  
I suppose you got a shock when you heard 
that I had lost my leg.  I received your 
letter dated 22/9/15 and one from Dad at 
the same time, they did not then know that 
I was seriously injured, in fact seemed to

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Mt Lyell remembrance

Wednesday, 12 October marked 110 
years since 165 miners were trapped un-
derground, 42 of whom lost their lives.

About twenty members of the com-
munity, many with direct ties to those 
that suffered in the tragedy attended a 
service at the Queenstown cemetery to 
recognise and reflect on this significant

event that happened all those years ago.
The tragedy unfolded around 11.15am 

on 12 October 1912 when a fire was 
reported in the pump house of the 700 
foot level. Out of 170 workers, only 73 
men escaped on the first day. Those that 
had not already died, remained trapped.

The rescue effort for the Mt Lyell 

mine disaster was one of the biggest 
undertaken for the time. Fire crews 
and equipment were rushed by train 
in record time from Hobart and also 
shipped from Bendigo in Victoria, 
across Bass Strait. The S.S. Loongana, 
the ship which crossed the Strait carry-
ing the equipment, made the crossing in 

13 hours, 35 minutes – a record which 
stood for many years. Rescue efforts 
continued for four days with the last 
of the survivors brought to the surface 
more than 100 hours after their eight 
hour shift began.

‘Hell’s Gates’, the aptly named entrance 
to Macquarie Harbour. He named Sarah 
Island after Sarah Birch, the wife of the 
merchant who had paid for the voyage.
Seven years later two ships, the ‘Sophia’ 
and the ‘Prince Leopold’ left Hobart 
Town to set up a penal settlement on the 
island.
The two ships were separated in bad 
weather but the ‘Sophia’, under the hand 
of Captain John Kelly dropped anchor in 
‘tempestuous and rainy weather’ just off 
the coast of Sarah Island. 
Longboats were lowered and soldiers 
of the 48th Regiment, a surgeon and the 
new commandant were rowed ashore 
by convicts (both men and women), 
and thus, the Macquarie Harbour Penal 
Settlement began.
The date was January 3rd, 1822.
200 years on and Sarah Island was the 
scene of a “re-enactment” of the first day 
of landing and unloading supplies onto 
Sarah Island.
Around 800 people arrived on the island 
as part of their cruise with World Heritage 
Cruises and Gordon River Cruises and 
were met with a ‘Welcome to Country’ 
by Trish Hodge. Trish was a wealth of 
information on Aboriginal culture and 
history and said the following. 
“It was 200 years since the convicts 
landed, this was no celebration, it was an 
anniversary, and the most important part 
of the day was telling our story. There 

was no fanfare or celebration, only a 
sense of humility and understanding of 
the deep impact this had on our culture, 
heritage, and people”. 
Organised by Kiah Davey and the Round 
Earth Company, the crew from the tall 
ship ‘Windeward Bound’ travelled up 

from Hobart with a 20ft launch to be a 
part of the event, as did convict historian 
Hamish Maxwell-Stewart, members of 
a historical re-enactment group from 
Hobart, and  of course, Trish Hodge of 
NITA Education.
Lunch was supplied by Zara Trihey 

and her crew from the Linda Café 
and consisted of food that would have 
traditionally been eaten 200 years ago at 
such a settlement.

Queenstown, Strahan, Zeehan, Tullah, Rosebery Waratah - The West’s own newspaper
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These are letters supplied by Zara Trihey 
from her Grandfather who served in World 
War One. 

Scribed by my Grandfather Albert 
Wallish July 7th 1915.  
Lest we forget.
Dear Will, 
just a few lines to let you know I am 
still going strong, although wounded 
in the right hand.  I had three weeks of 
solid going and it was hot and heavy.  I 
daresay you have read all about in in 
the papers before now.  Our lads were 
grand, couldn’t beat them, and they had 
a tough proposition, everyone who has 
been through it knows really how tough 
it was, in fact it was only our bluff and 
guts that carried us through.  Anyway I am 
just about right again now and expect to 
go back again tomorrow.  Jack was gone 
before I got back here so I did not see 
him, but hope that he is alright, which is 
hardly to be expected, considering he is 
on a machine gun and a man wants to be 
lucky to miss getting one while working 
one of those.  I will try and get him off 
it when I get back, that is if he wants to 
come off it.  The first week was the worst 
of the fighting and there was about half 
of our battalion killed and wounded but it 
took them 3 weeks to give me one and that 
was a fluke.  I carried the piece of shrapnel 
around in my hand for a fortnight, I still 
have a piece and will send it home today.  
I bet that dad will hang onto  that.
Well old chap I am going back and I know 
what I am going back to.  I could easily 
get out of it and get home because my 

hand is not really right but I doubt if it 
ever will be but there are too many cold 
footed buggers here malingering now.  I 
will either be knocked out or get through 
and I don’t think the ammunition is made 
that will send me out, and if I get through 
I think I can get a commission. 
This place is very hot and when I get 
away I don’t want to see Egypt again.  
Cairo is about the dirtiest place you could 
imagine.  I think that you are a farmer 
now, I hope you are getting on well and 

when I come back which I certainly will 
do I will pay you a visit.
Well old chap I will ring off.
Hope this finds you well, I remain your 
affectionate Nephew/Son!
I will just (in case you know) say good 
health to yourself, excuse writing as paw 
is not too good yet.

PS Am going out to have a gay time today 
in Cairo. Ta Ta 

Second letter - October 31 1915
Dear Will, 
just a few lines to let you know how I am 
progressing.  
I suppose you got a shock when you heard 
that I had lost my leg.

Wednesday, 12 October marked 110 
years since 165 miners were trapped un-
derground, 42 of whom lost their lives.

About twenty members of the com-
munity, many with direct ties to those 
that suffered in the tragedy attended a 
service at the Queenstown cemetery to 
recognise and reflect on this significant

undertaken for the time. Fire crews 
and equipment were rushed by train 
in record time from Hobart and also 
shipped from Bendigo in Victoria, 
across Bass Strait.

13 hours, 35 minutes – a record which 
stood for many years.

The West Coast has always drawn eclectic characters to its community. Known for its wild rugged beauty it comes as no surprise that returned servicemen and women come here to decompress and find their own peace.Meet Harry, a highly decorated Veteran and tongue in cheek self-proclaimed “Guvna of Gormy”. Famed for his BBQ’s wearing “Guvna” robes and top hat, there is a serious side to Harry also.From a young age Harry was passionate about carrying on the family legacy and he enlisted in the Australian Army in 1990 serving with the 1st Battalion RAR. His younger brother Tim followed in his footsteps and enlisted a few years later. In 1993 Harry deployed to Somalia, Africa, later being awarded the Australian Active Service Medal & the Infantry Combat Badge. Discharging in 1996, Harry returned to civilian life but influenced by the terrorist attacks of 9/11, Harry decided to re-enlist in 2003 - destination 2nd Cavalry Regiment. Harry was once again deployed, this time to Baghdad, Iraq in 2004/5, during a volatile time that saw constant threat. Harry was involved in a direct attack by a Suicide Bomber, on Australia Day 2005 and despite receiving multiple shrapnel wounds his heroic actions that day resulted in being awarded the ‘Commendation for Distinguished Service’ - an honour that unfortunately prematurely ended his 1st tour of Iraq.

Queenstown, Strahan, Zeehan, Tullah, Rosebery Waratah - The West’s own newspaper
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These are letters supplied by Zara Trihey from her Grandfather who served in World War One. Scribed by my Grandfather Albert Wallish July 7th 1915.  Lest we forget.Dear Will, just a few lines to let you know I am still going strong, although wounded in the right hand.  I had three weeks of solid going and it was hot and heavy.  I daresay you have read all about in in the papers before now.  Our lads were grand, couldn’t beat them, and they had a tough proposition, everyone who has been through it knows really how tough it was, in fact it was only our bluff and guts that carried us through.  Anyway I am just about right again now and expect to go back again tomorrow.  Jack was gone before I got back here so I did not see him, but hope that he is alright, which is hardly to be expected, considering he is on a machine gun and a man wants to be lucky to miss getting one while working one of those.  I will try and get him off it when I get back, that is if he wants to come off it.  The first week was the worst of the fighting and there was about half of our battalion killed and wounded but it took them 3 weeks to give me one and that was a fluke.  I carried the piece of shrapnel around in my hand for a fortnight, I still have a piece and will send it home today.  I bet that dad will hang onto  that.Well old chap I am going back and I know what I am going back to.  I could easily get out of it and get home because my 

hand is not really right but I doubt if it ever will be but there are too many cold footed buggers here malingering now.  I will either be knocked out or get through and I don’t think the ammunition is made that will send me out, and if I get through I think I can get a commission. This place is very hot and when I get away I don’t want to see Egypt again.  Cairo is about the dirtiest place you could imagine.  I think that you are a farmer now, I hope you are getting on well and 

when I come back which I certainly will do I will pay you a visit.Well old chap I will ring off.Hope this finds you well, I remain your affectionate Nephew/Son!I will just (in case you know) say good health to yourself, excuse writing as paw is not too good yet.Albert WallishPS Am going out to have a gay time today in Cairo. Ta Ta 

Second letter - October 31 1915Dear Will, just a few lines to let you know how I am progressing.  I suppose you got a shock when you heard that I had lost my leg.  I received your letter dated 22/9/15 and one from Dad at the same time, they did not then know that I was seriously injured, in fact seemed to think I was only slightly hit, as a matter Continued on Page 11

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Mt Lyell remembrance

Wednesday, 12 October marked 110 years since 165 miners were trapped un-derground, 42 of whom lost their lives.About twenty members of the com-munity, many with direct ties to those that suffered in the tragedy attended a service at the Queenstown cemetery to recognise and reflect on this significant 

Photo by Alan Jennison - Editorevent that happened all those years ago.The tragedy unfolded around 11.15am on 12 October 1912 when a fire was reported in the pump house of the 700 foot level. Out of 170 workers, only 73 men escaped on the first day. Those that had not already died, remained trapped.The rescue effort for the Mt Lyell 

mine disaster was one of the biggest undertaken for the time. Fire crews and equipment were rushed by train in record time from Hobart and also shipped from Bendigo in Victoria, across Bass Strait. The S.S. Loongana, the ship which crossed the Strait carry-ing the equipment, made the crossing in 

13 hours, 35 minutes – a record which stood for many years. Rescue efforts continued for four days with the last of the survivors brought to the surface more than 100 hours after their eight hour shift began.

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Hobart to Queenstown - 90 years on
On the 19th November, 1932, a black 

1929 Hudson Super Six rolled into 
Queenstown on its very first journey as 
a Mercury /mail and passenger car and 
stopped outside the Empire Hotel (see 
inset photo).

To commemorate that first trip so long 
ago, (a milestone of Tasmania’s transport 

history), a weekend motoring event to 
Tasmania’s West Coast was jointly or-
ganised through the Veteran Car Club of 
Tasmania and the Post Vintage Car Club 
of Tasmania with the Western Echo there 
to capture the occasion. 

And thus, on the 19 November 2022, a 
Black 1929 Hudson Super Six rolled into 

Queenstown once again - 90 years to the 
day!

The Hudson was restored by Mr Geoff 
Cuthbert of Hobart, and forms part of 
his collection of vintage and classic cars, 
and is still used to this day as a hire car 
around Hobart, mainly for weddings, 
now earning the title of the oldest li-

cenced hire car in Tasmania,
 Hudson’s like this were often used for 

passenger services, mail runs, and freight 
vehicles due to their reliability and speed 

Over 20 vintage and classic cars took 
part in the 2022 commemoration, with

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Zero to sixty and back to zero in 30 seconds
Sometime back, the Granville Harbour 

Facebook page had a post calling for en-
tries into a Soapbox/Billycart derby to be 
held on the 30th December.

Well, that sounds like fun I thought, 
but I would need a cart... mmm… what 
to do?

I headed over to the BASS Engineer-
ing workshop here in Zeehan and asked 
if they were interested in helping. The 
idea went down really well with the guys 
over there but alas, they wouldn’t have 
had enough time with their other work 
commitments.

A week later, I received a message say-
ing come and look at your new cart!

I wandered over to their workshop 
and there she was, a streamlined, three 
wheeled cart that looked fast just sitting 
there. Turns out the cart had been built by 
Andrew Morris who used to build amaz-
ing hotrods and the clever guys at BASS 
had borrowed it for me to race.

It needed a bit of work on the brakes 
and steering but I thought I could do that 
in my spare time. The only problem with 
that was spare time. What is that? Any-
way, to cut a long story short, I greased 
up the steering, attached a rope to the 
front axles, pumped up the rear tyre and 
thought that will do.

Now to test it! 
Well, that lack of spare time hit me 

again and I had one small test run on an 
easy hill here in Zeehan, an hour before I 
was due in Granville Harbour for the big 
race.  I was ready. How hard can this be? 
Gravity does the work anyway, all I have 
to do is steer, right? 

Well, sort of.
We affixed the BASS Engineering and 

Western Echo stickers to the cart at the 
start line and then off to a drivers brief-
ing. No problems I thought, we get a 
practise run in before the real races.

So, off to the start line again. Don-
ning the helmet, replacing my glasses 
so I could see the road, and giving the 
steering and brake a quick test I rolled 
on my way. The cart gathered speed with 
every turn of the wheels and I was soon 
travelling very quickly indeed. Avoid the 
gravel edges I kept saying to myself and 
do NOT hit the logs down near the end 
of the track!

Aside from a few speed wobbles this 
practise run went really well and I felt 
reasonably comfortable in the cart (apart 
from the steering wheel being hard up 
against my belly).

The race order has been drawn and 
it’s time for the big race. Wouldn’t you 
know, I was first up, and racing against 
last year’s winner.

Ah well, it had to happen sooner or lat-
er, let’s do this I said.

One, Two, Three, GO, said the start-
er and we were off, side by side, gath-
ering speed at an alarming rate. Damn, 
the other cart pulled in front, OK, let’s 
see if I can catch him. And catch him I 
was, I was right on his tail and actually 
had to brake to stop myself running into 
the back of him, no room to overtake and 
then I got the speed wobbles and hit the 
gravel with the right hand wheel.

I turned left too sharply, overcorrecting 
and the next thing realised I was flying 
through the air UPSIDE DOWN! Crash, 
I hit something ( I was facing the other 
way and hadn’t realised it was the logs I 
mentioned I wanted to avoid hitting ear-
lier). A bit more of a scrape and another 
crash or two and I had stopped. Upside 
down and suddenly feeling very sore.

They pulled me from my cart and 
asked if I was OK, yes I said in an un-
certain voice.

But ouch, that bloody hurt. My back-

“I want to thank the Chair, Sue Smith, 
and all of the Board members for the 
consultative and constructive way they 
have conducted this review,” Minister 
Street said. 

“They have given every Tasmanian 
the chance to have their say, including 
all local councillors and council staff.

 “I will take some time to read the 
report and discuss it with my Cabi-
net colleagues, before releasing it for 
community and council feedback in late 
November.

 “It will be open for comment until the 

end of February so everyone can have 
their say on the recommendations.

 “Each council will be invited to re-
view the final report and make a submis-
sion so their unique wants and needs are 
given the recognition they deserve. 

“The Government has previously 
clearly stated that this review will not 
result in forced amalgamations of coun-
cils, and that position has not changed.

 “Any group of councils that see 
boundary changes in their best interests 
will be encouraged to progress their plan 
with the Government, and then ensure 
it has community support to proceed.

The proposed development of a new 
24-hour, unmanned petrol and diesel 
outlet in Tullah, near Farrell Street, is 
eagerly anticipated by the locals and 
businesses in the area. The last fuel 
outlet in the town closed down in 2014, 
leaving residents and visitors without a 
convenient fuel option. This has been a 
source of frustration for both the com-
munity and tourists.

The proposed Bonney Energy outlet, 
if approved by the West Coast Council, 
would be built in a vacant car park near 
Tullah Hall, making it more accessible 
to those passing through the area. The 
development is expected to accommo-
date large b-double trucks and could 
serve up to 1500 vehicles a day.

The lack of a nearby fuel station has 
been a deterrent for vehicles passing 
through Tullah, as the closest fuel option 
is currently in Rosebery. This shortage 
of fuel options has not only inconve-
nienced travelers but has also made it 
challenging for the town to attract and 
retain tourists.

The recent addition of a distillery, a 

popular cafe on the highway, and other 
attractions in Tullah has given new 
reasons for travelers to stop in the area. 
Having a reliable fuel outlet would 
further enhance the town's appeal to vis-
itors and ensure that they have a more 
positive experience.

In the past, some Tullah businesses 
kept fuel cans on their premises in case 
visitors needed to top up their tanks 
urgently. Locals have also been known 
to make the trip to Rosebery to assist 
those who found themselves low on 
fuel. Additionally, residents have faced 
the anxiety of returning home with sick 
children after seeking medical attention 
in larger centers, knowing that a local 
fuel station was unavailable.

The proposed outlet would not only 
benefit the community but also con-
tribute to the overall development and 
growth of the town's tourism industry. 
Many residents are hopeful that the 
development will be approved, and they 
encourage others to express their sup-
port for the proposal to ensure it moves 
forward.

Fuel coming to Tullah?

Dear Editor,
As many West Coasters are aware, in 

1970, when Strahan ceased operations 
as the Port for the Mt Lyell Mining & 
Railway Company, the Union Steam-
ship Company gifted their three-storey 
waterfront headquarters to the people 
of Strahan.  The building was held by 
the Strahan Council for the people of 
Strahan, and I believe the people/elec-
tors of Strahan were explicitly listed 
on the title deed. In subsequent years 
the ‘Union Company Flat’ on the upper 
level has been home to many, the mid-
dle floor served as the Strahan Council 
Chambers for approximately 23 years, 
and the 3 retail premises on the ground 
floor have been/and remain home to 
a variety of local businesses.  Despite 
a very small rate-base, the Strahan 
Council maintained the people’s asset, 
benefiting from the additional income it 
provided.

Although in receipt of a 3-mil-
lion-dollar grant for improvements to 
the waterfront precinct at Strahan, West 
Coast Council are ‘negotiating’ the sale 
of our building. Further, they intend 
to sell to a private entity of their own 
choosing, without prior consultation 
with the people of Strahan who appear 
to have had their ownership usurped.  
To add insult to injury, the terms and 
conditions around the sale of our build-
ing are being kept secret.  West Coast 
Council were happy to take the income 
generated by the building, but rather 
than set aside a portion of that income 
for care and maintenance (in line with 
their own asset management policy) 
they appear to have utilised the bulk of 
that income elsewhere.

Strahan residents have indicated, via a 
petition, their desire to retain their asset, 
and a community proposal has been 
presented to Council.  I trust Council-
lors will respect the Union Company’s 
bequest and additionally, honour their 
own policy obligations to maintain 
assets. If Councillors ignore the people, 
then I trust they will not make a bad 
situation worse, by selling our property 
via secret deal rather than in an open 
and transparent manner.

Queenstown’s new ambulance station opening
The new Queenstown Ambulance 

Station is nearing completion and set to 
open in the coming weeks.

Minister for Health, Guy Barnett, said 
the final works on the new $2.67 million 
Queenstown Ambulance Station, built 
by local firm Stubbs Construction, are 
due to be completed next month.

"Our Government is delivering on our 
long-term plan to provide Tasmanians 
with the healthcare infrastructure and 
services they deserve, with the Queen-
stown Ambulance Station expected to be 
servicing the community by the end of 
the year," Minister Barnett said. 

"The station is one of six new rural 
and regional ambulance stations we 
are delivering around the state, funded 
through our Statewide Rural Hospital 
and Ambulance Station Fund."

The new two-bay ambulance station 
at Queenstown boasts improved infec-
tion control measures, provides training 
room facilities for paramedics and vol-
unteers to further advance their skills, 
will help Ambulance Tasmania's call-
out response, and improve the general 
amenity for all users.

The new station will replace the exist-

ing site, which is located at a residential 
house in Queenstown.

Once complete, the new Queenstown 
station will be the third of six rural and 
regional ambulance stations to be deliv-
ered. Construction at the new Beacons-
field station was recently completed, 

The Tasmanian Liberal Government 
welcomes the positive announcement 
that Sibanye Stillwater will exercise its 
option to acquire 100 per cent of Copper 
Mines of Tasmania Pty Ltd.

Minister for Resources, Felix 
Ellis, said the Tasmanian Liberal 
Government has provided support 
over a long period of time to help 
assist with the re-opening of the 
mine while the owners invested in 
care and maintenance. 

"Our support has included a $9.5 
million package to undertake works 
supporting the recommencement of 

mining operations as well as a $25 
million assistance package to be 
made available once mining opera-
tions recommence.  

"This package remains on the 
table for a new owner, subject to 
appropriate due diligence," Minis-
ter Ellis. 

The Tasmanian Liberal Govern-
ment is delivering on its long-term 
plan to grow our economy and cre-
ate more jobs, and should a re-start 
of Mt Lyell occur, it would bring 
hundreds of new jobs to the West 
Coast and surrounding areas.

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Macquarie Harbour 
Oxygenation Project  - MHOP
The Federal Government’s conservation re-
port on the Maugean Skate identified that 
one of the impacts on the harbour that may 
affect the skate is low dissolved oxygen 
(DO) levels.

What is happening there at the mo-
ment, and what is dissolved oxygen?

There are a range of factors influencing the DO 
levels in the Harbour such as: 

• High volume fresh water inputs from Hydro 
power generation. 

• Treated wastewater from human activity.
• Rising oceanic water temperature.
• Mining runoff through river systems.
• Organic imputs from salmon farming.   

So, what can be done about this?

For our part, the salmon industry has announced 
a partnership with the Australian Government’s 
Fisheries Research & Development Corporation 
(FRDC), in a major initiative to stimulate DO lev-
els in Macquarie Harbour. 

This initiative is called the Macquarie Harbour 
Oxygenation Program, or MHOP for short. 

The Institute for Marine and Antarctic Studies 
(IMAS) is involved as well and will lead the sci-
entific evaluation program, to assess the effica-
cy and environmental response to the oxygen-
ation trials. 

So how will it work?

The research team will place a barge called ‘The 
Wombat’ on Macquarie Harbour with pumps 
that draw water from depth. 

Highly concentrated micro and nano bubbles of 
oxygen will be injected into that water, before 

releasing it back into the deeper, low DO sec-
tions of the Harbour, elevating its DO levels 
through passive diffusion and natural mixing.

You would think that the bubbles would simply 
rise to the surface, but they are so small that 
they stay in the water column, and slowly spread 
around the harbour with the natural flow of wa-
ter currents, benefiting the whole waterway.

This technology is used suc-
cessfully in marine and estur-
ine  environments all over the 
world, including in a major 
project running over the past 
20 years to support Perth’s 
Swan River estuary.

Our objective

Our objective is to trial this 
technology in Macquarie Har-
bour over the next two sum-
mers to test whether it could 
form part of a long-term strat-
egy to improve the Harbour 
environment for the Maugean 
Skate, while responding to the 
challenge of warming waters 
and other climatic factors.

At a minimum, we aim to off-
set oxygen drawdown of our 
own salmon aquaculture ac-
tivities in the Harbour, and 
further reduce the impact of 
our operations.

So, stay tuned as the results 
of the trial will be made avail-
able to the public and stake-
holders as they are recorded.

Our investment

The project is expected to 
cost in excess of $6 million 
over the next two years and 
represents the industry’s 
major contribution to the 

Maugean Skate Conservation Recovery Plan as 
we take the lead to further offset the impact of 
our operations on the marine environment.

We can strike a balance between conservation 
outcomes, and the economic and social wellbe-
ing of regional Tasmania, and our industry is de-
termined to lead this path.

Breeding centre at Strahan?

Bipartisan support for a motion in 
state Parliament late yesterday back-
ing salmon aquaculture in Macquarie 
Harbour sends a strong message to the 
Federal Government.

Salmon Tasmania CEO Luke Martin 
said the vote was a vote of confidence 
in the salmon industry’s operations in 
Macquarie Harbour.

“This was a rare and incredibly pow-
erful show of bipartisanship and sends 
a very loud and clear message to the 
Federal Environment Minister Tanya 
Plibersek about Tasmania’s salmon 
industry” Mr Martin said.

“Pointedly, the motion ‘rejected calls 
by activist groups to remove salmon 
farming in Macquarie Harbour as an 
unreasonable and unnecessary response 
to the effort to save the Port Davey/
Maugean Skate’.

“The support will also mean a hell of 
lot to the around 400 Tasmanians whose 
jobs and communities rely on aquacul-
ture in Macquarie Harbour.

“Every single one of these workers is 

currently painfully awaiting Minister 
Plibersek’s decision on whether she will 
initiate a review into the 2012 deci-
sion to allow aquaculture in Macquarie 
Harbour.

“I hope Minister Plibersek pays as 
much attention to the bipartisan support 
as she does to the loud green groups as 
she considers the future of Macquarie 
Harbour and the Port Davey/Maugean 
skate.

“As I have said before, there is no 
evidence that taking the easy route and 
opting for a political quick-fix where 
salmon is blamed will help to save the 
skate.

“What it will do is cost jobs, devastate 
families, and shut down entire towns, 
services, schools, hospitals and services. 
That’s why the industry will not con-
cede one single job, or one single fish.

“I thank the Tasmanian Parliamentary 
Secretary for Small Business and Indus-
try Dean Young for moving the motion, 
and all Liberal and Labor MPs for their 
support.”

Bipartisan vote for Macquarie Harbour

Tasmanian’s salmon industry has 
officially signed off on a landmark $6 
million investment into the Macquarie 
Harbour Oxygenation Program (MHOP) 
and called on Hydro Tasmania to step 
up and play its part in the recovery of 
the Maugean Skate.

Salmon Tasmania CEO Luke Martin 
said the Macquarie Harbour Oxygen-
ation Program aimed to improve the 
oxygenation of the harbour as part of a 
two-year trial.

“The salmon aquaculture industry has 
signed off on a landmark $6 million in-
vestment in the MHOP trial, in partner-
ship with the Australian Government’s 
Fisheries Research and Development 
Corporation,” Mr Martin said.

“The project will get underway this 
summer, as part of a Tasmanian first trial 
of engineering solutions to enhance oxy-
gen levels in Macquarie Harbour.

“The project is being independently 
designed and overseen by the Institute 

Salmon Industry calls on Hydro to step up
for Marine and Antarctic Studies, and 
implement collaboratively with the 
salmon industry on the West Coast.

"We now have the Federal Govern-
ment, State Government and the salmon 
industry investing around $11 million, 
but there is still one big missing piece: 
Hydro Tasmania. 

“We know that hydro dams have been 
identified as one of the threats to the 
skate in Macquarie Harbour, yet Hydro 
has remained silent. 

“It is high time for Hydro Tasmania to 
step up to the plate, and play its part in 
funding the recovery of the skate, espe-
cially having just posted a $168 million 
profit. 

“I call on Hydro CEO Ian Brooksbank 
and Shareholder Ministers Treasurer 
Michael Ferguson and Minister Nick 
Duigan to ensure that Hydro plays its 
part in this otherwise collaborative work 
to save the skate.”

The announcement of a $2.1 million 
funding boost for the conservation of 
Tasmania's Maugean Skate is a positive 
step towards ensuring the survival of 
this endangered species. 

The Maugean Skate, a unique species 
of ray, is found exclusively in Macqua-
rie Harbour on Tasmania's west coast, 
with fewer than 1,000 of them remain-
ing.

The funds will be used to support 
various conservation efforts, includ-
ing captive breeding at the Institute of 
Marine and Antarctic Studies (IMAS) 
facility in Taroona. 

This captive breeding program is 
vital for increasing the population of 
Maugean Skates and protecting the 
species from further decline. 

The involvement of experienced 
scientists in this initiative is essential for 
its success.

The goal of the conservation action 
plan is to minimise the impact on local 
communities and industries, particu-
larly the aquaculture sector. This plan 
will likely include measures to ensure 

that salmon farming and the Maugean 
Skate can coexist in Macquarie Harbour, 
allowing for the continued operation of 
aquaculture while protecting the skate's 
habitat.

The federal government has also 
contributed $2.1 million to the conser-
vation efforts, indicating a collaborative 
approach to saving this species. 

The Maugean Skate is a part of the 
federal government's threatened species 
recovery plan, further highlighting its 
importance in the context of Australian 
biodiversity conservation. 

This additional funding will help 
support the necessary actions identified 
by the Recovery Team and the Conser-
vation Action Plan, including monitor-
ing and modeling activities to inform 
decisions about sustaining the aquacul-
ture sector and the skate's survival in the 
wild.

Overall, this funding injection and 
conservation effort represent a sig-
nificant step toward safeguarding the 
Maugean Skate and its unique habitat in 
Macquarie Harbour.

The state government's decision to ban 
net fishing at a popular spot has faced 
criticism from West Coast Mayor Shane 
Pitt. 

He expressed his disappointment in a 
letter to Premier Jeremy Rockliff, stating 
that he and the council were not pleased 
with the government's actions and the 
limited consultation involved in imple-
menting new rules. 

Under the new regulations, recreation-
al anglers are allowed to cast nets in the 
waters around Macquarie Harbour for 
only two hours at a time during daylight 
hours.

Mayor Pitt believes that these deci-
sions have a significant impact on the 
lives of many on the West Coast, as well 
as those who visit the area, and he called 
for a more appropriate consultation 
process. 

He also questioned the effectiveness 
of the net fishing ban in protecting the 
Maugean skate, as the species is rarely, 
if ever, caught in these nets and does not 
typically inhabit shallow waters.

Additionally, Mayor Pitt mentioned 
that the council is collaborating with 
the University of Tasmania to develop a 
proposal for a marine science facility in 
Strahan. He suggested that the gov-
ernment could provide funding to the 

university or the Natural Resource and 
Environment (NRE) department to build 
this facility. 

Such a facility could be used to estab-
lish a skate breeding program that may 
better contribute to maintaining the spe-
cies population in the harbor. It would 
also serve as a base for further research 
on this important matter.

In conclusion, Mayor Pitt urged the 
government to consider providing 
funding for a marine science facili-
ty in Strahan and enhancing research 
and breeding programs based on the 
West Coast as a priority to protect the 
Maugean skate species. 

This proposal seeks a more targeted 
and effective approach to safeguarding 
the species while also involving the 
local community and institutions in the 
conservation effort.

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The reopening of the iconic West 
Coast Wilderness Railway is less than 
two weeks away with services recom-
mencing on Saturday, 21 November 
2023.

Minister for Infrastructure and Trans-
port, Michael Ferguson, said services 
would initially operate from Queen-
stown five days a week, with services 
from Strahan to follow once bridge 
work is complete in the coming weeks.

"These services are resuming opera-
tions that had to be put on hold while 
urgent maintenance and upgrades were 
undertaken," Minister Ferguson said.

"With work still taking place on some 
sections of track, two shorter heritage 
rail adventures will be offered initially.

"Passengers will have a choice be-
tween the 1.5-hour Lynchford Express 
experience from Queenstown and the 
2.5-hour Teepookana and the King 
experience from Regatta Point Station, 
once services commence from Strah-
an."

"Excitingly, the railway is also pre-
paring to officially welcome the steam 
locomotive Abt No 2 back into service 
in the near future. This will be the first 
time since 1963.

"Once back, we expect rail enthusi-
asts will clamour to be among the first 
to experience the refurbished engine 
but it will add something special for 
every passenger's experience," he said.

The locomotive is the last of the four 

remaining original Mt Lyell and Min-
ing Railway Co steam locomotives to 
return to service on the railway.

Mr Ferguson said the section of 
line between Lynchford and Lower 
Landing, which includes the famous 
rack railway, will remain closed over 
summer while works continue.

"This has been a challenging period 
but with the re-opening on the horizon 
and new service offerings we see a 
very bright summer for the railway, and 
west coast," Mr Ferguson said.

"The railway is a key visitor at-
traction and we are delivering on our 
commitment to restore services as soon 
as possible.

"It is a credit to the West Coast Wil-
derness Railway team that these new 
services can get underway much sooner 
than expected," he said.

Steam locomotive Abt No 2 returns to 
the WCWR after sixty years

Did you know?  The West Coast Wilderness Railway is a reconstruction 
of the 1897 Mount Lyell Mining and Railway Company railway in Western 

Tasmania between Queenstown and Regatta Point, Strahan. The railway is 
significant because of its Abt rack system to conquer the mountainous 

 terrain through rainforest, with original locomotives still operating on the 
railway today. The steepest gradient on the rack section was 1 in 12 (8.33%). 

 The line includes the steepest gradient climbed by a regular train in the 
Southern Hemisphere, between Dubbil Barril and Rinadeena.

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Strahan and surrounding communi-
ties are set to benefit from the transfer 
of TasPorts’ Strahan-based wharf assets 
to the West Coast Council.

TasPorts Chief Executive Offi-
cer Anthony Donald said by mutual 
agreement, the Council have been 
given ownership and management of 
the assets as a community hub, for the 
benefit of the entire West Coast com-
munity.

“This is a great outcome for both 
TasPorts and the West Coast Council,” 
Mr Donald said.

“The Strahan Wharf is a regionally 
remote and isolated asset that predomi-
nantly services the local tourism indus-
try and fishing fleet while TasPorts is 
a commercial entity set up to facilitate 
freight and logistics solutions to benefit 
the community and create value for 
customers,” he said.

“The assets are not essential to 
TasPorts functions, but they are of 
considerable value to the community 

and it’s therefore great to be able to gift 
them to the Council for the future use 
of the West Coast community.”

West Coast Mayor Shane Pitt said 
council is delighted to be taking control 
of this vital community asset.

“It is important for local communities 
to operate assets that have a significant 
impact on the local economy and the 
Strahan Wharf is a perfect example of 
this,” Mayor Pitt said.

“Strahan Wharf is vital in supporting 
our tourism and aquaculture industries 
as well as general trade and traditional 
fisheries.

“This is key infrastructure which 
drives the local economy, so it is im-
portant we can now control our destiny 
support the jobs and industries are 
dependent on wharf for income.

Mayor Pitt said existing tenancy 
agreements will continue under the 
same terms and conditions as the cur-
rent arrangements with TasPorts.

Mr Donald said the precinct includes 

the passenger terminal, the wharf deck, 
marina berths, finger pier, little dock, 
fisherman’s wharf, the slip yard and as-
sociated fixtures, plant and equipment.

“The proposed transfer also includes 
the adjoining seabed but will exclude 
navigational aids (including Entrance 
Island Lighthouse, Bonnet Island 
Lighthouse, Regatta Point and chan-

nel navigational aids and lead lights 
throughout Macquarie Harbour and the 
Gordon River),” he said.

“As part of this arrangement the 
TasPorts’ West Coast wharf worker 
will transfer to the Council to continue 
overseeing the important work in this 
precinct.”

Book Review - ‘The King Billy Story’ by Patrick James Howard
Everyone has heard of Huon Pine, 

that famous timber that is found only 
in the west and south of Tasmania but 
what about its ‘poor cousin’ King Wil-
liam or King Billy Pine as it is called?

I have just finished reading a fasci-
nating history about King Billy Pine 
and the harvesting that was undertaken 
on Tasmania’s West Coast.

This is a brand-new book written by 
Patrick James Howard whose family 
have been harvesting the timber from 
this pine for three generations.

The book takes us from the 1890’s 

right through to the present and the 
names within read like a who’s who of 
Tasmania’s west.

I thoroughly enjoyed the read as I am 
very much into history, in particular 
concerning this part of the state I now 
call home.

The sheer amount of timber pulled 
out of these forests is staggering and 
King Billy Pine was a large part of that. 

When you think that so many of the 
buildings and houses on the west coast 
were built, and many still stand using 
timber that was cut 130 years ago it is 

a testament to not only the timber itself 
but that special breed who went out 
into this rugged country to collect it.

This book may not make it onto the 
New York Times best sellers list but for 
anyone with an interest in Tasmania’s 
history it is an essential addition to the 
bookshelf.

The book will be available at the 
end of November (freight and customs 
willing) and will be in most bookstores 
around the state and in museums and 
galleries across the west coast. 
Grab a copy for yourself!

Strahan waterfront from a time long ago
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I'm a jeweller: making beautiful 
things is my passion. I love the stories 
of jewellery, and of the people who 
made it, and wore it. 

I came to Queenstown in 2021, when 
I became custodian of the former Unit-
ing Church on Dixon St. I could sense 
the history everywhere. This curiosity 
led me to the Queenstown library. 

There I saw something that seemed 
to have almost been waiting for me to 
discover it: a magnificent necklace that 
held a lifetime of collected charms. I 
was entranced.

The necklace was that of Marion Oak 
Stage, who arrived from Colorado in 
1895. Marion was married to Robert 
Carl Sticht, the metallurgist who trans-
formed the region when he became 
manager of the Mount Lyell mine, 
overseeing the transition to copper 
extraction. 

The story of Marion and Robert is 
entwined with that of Queenstown's 
earliest days. They lived and raised 
a family in Pehghana, one of Queen-
stown's most magnificent and signifi-
cant homes.

Robert gave Marion the necklace in 
1905, as a tenth wedding anniversary 
gift. The necklace grew over years as 
charms were added to it.

Robert died in 1922. Marion was 
forced to vacate the fabulous Pehgha-
na: it was to become the home of the 

next mine manager. She carried the 
necklace with her; in a way it was all 
that remained of the life she and Robert 
shared. She endured a dramatic shift 
in life, ending up in a shack with a dirt 
floor in Balfour, with Ethel, the maid 
from Pehghana by her side. Marion 
became ill. A move to Melbourne could 
not save her: she died there in 1924.

The necklace vanished from history 
when Marion did; it may have been 
gifted to Ethel. 

It resurfaced, bizarrely, in Atherton 
Antiques, Queensland. Frances Herriott 
and son Nicholas became its custodi-
ans, and she deduced its Queenstown 
origins. Frances and her husband Bruce 
visited Queenstown after keeping the 
necklace safe for 25 years. 

Chance led them to the West Coast 
Wilderness Train, where the patter of 
the steward made the final connection 
needed: a pink enamel heart had borne 
the inscription MOS RCS.

Marion and Robert.
In 2018 the necklace came to Tas-

mania, purchased by the Tasmanian 
Museum and Art Gallery.

Staring at it, an idea emerged. A new 
necklace, modelled upon this old one. 
Marion's necklace told of love and life 
on the West Coast a century ago; a new 
version would create a connection from 
then to now. 

Working with The Unconformity, I 

set about creating a new charm neck-
lace, collecting stories about the town, 
slowly and reverently creating new 
charms. 

I made twenty-seven in all; the twen-
ty-eighth was constructed by resident 
Queenstown jeweller, Yvania Bar-
tholomeusz.

The necklaces sat together, old and 
new, creating a bridge through time of

Then, on Thursday, November 30th 
at 6:00 PM, he will speak again at the 
Strahan Fire Station Meeting Room.

At both events, Nic encourages locals 
to share their own memories, photo-
graphs, and stories of the Picnic over 
the decades. These accounts will assist 
greatly in documenting the Picnic's 
rich history. The Committee eagerly 
invites residents to bring along any 
photographs of the event which will 
be scanned on the spot and returned to 

owners after only a few minutes.
Leigh Styles, Picnic Committee 

Secretary, said that "a crucial part of 
researching and recording the 125-year 
history of the Mount Lyell Strahan Pic-
nic is capturing the memories, stories, 
photographs, and artefacts of previous 
Picnics through the recollections and 
perspectives of past attendees," and 
"I invite the West Coast community 
to start thinking about their Strahan 
Picnic memories, to gather up any 
memorabilia, and 
to come along to 
either the Queen-
stown or Strahan 
events."

While a 
separate event, 
research into 
the Mount Lyell 
Strahan Picnic 
has uncovered 
the history of 
the North Lyell 
Picnics, first held 
at Kelly Basin in 
1904.

A charming tale of two necklaces

Second Lieutenant 
John James Dwyer 
VC, was born in 
Cygnet, on the 9th 
of March 1890, but 
spent most of his 
life on Bruny Island. 
John was a resident 
of Queenstown, at the 
time of enlistment, and 
thus forever linked to 
the west. In 1914, John 
James Dwyer, at the 
time 24 years of age, 
was employed as a 
first-rate axeman, back 
when trees were a 
thing in Queenstown!! 

On the 8th of Feb-
ruary 1915, John enlisted into the AIF, 
as a member of the 5th reinforcements 
to the 15th Battalion, leaving Tasmania 

in May, bound for Gallipoli. While not 
an original ANZAC, John saw action in 
the trenches of Gallipoli up to the evac-
uation of that misadventure of WW1, 
on the 20th of December 1915.  

As were every able-bodied man, that 
survived that hell hole, John was em-
broiled in something reportedly much 
worse, finding himself on the Western 
Front, where he became attached to the 
4th Machine Gun Co, a posting that 

eventually saw him 
awarded the greatest 
of all honours, the 
Victoria Cross. 

John was the fifth 
Tasmanian to receive 
the Victoria Cross, 
ensuring the reputation 
that Tassie soldiers 
have always had, 
punching well above 
their weight. 

His deeds are of-
ficially described as 
followed, when during 
the Battle of Polygon 
Wood, on the 26/7th of 
September 1917, John 
acted with the most 

courageous Valor, with the citation to 
the VC reading-

Sgt Dwyer, in charge of a Vickers 

machine gun, went forward with the 
first wave of the brigade. On reaching 
the final objective, this non-commis-
sioned officer rushed his gun forward 
in advance of the captured position in 
order to obtain a commanding spot.

 Whilst advancing, he noticed an 
enemy machine gun firing on the 
troops on our right flank and causing 
casualties. Un-hesitatingly, he rushed 
his gun forward to within 30 yards of 
the enemy gun and fired point-blank at 
it, putting it out of action and killing 
the gun crew. He then seized the gun 
and, totally ignoring the snipers from 
the rear of the enemy position, carried 
it back across the shell-swept ground 
to our front line, and established both it 
and his Vickers gun on the right flank 
of our brigade. 

Sgt Dwyer commanded these guns 
with great coolness, and, when the 
enemy counter-attacked our positions, 
he rendered great assistance in repuls-
ing them. On the following day, when 
the position was heavily shelled, this 
non-commissioned officer took up suc-
cessive positions. On one occasion, his 
Vickers gun was blown up by shell fire, 
but he conducted his gun team back to 
Headquarters through the enemy bar-
rage, secured one of the reserve guns, 
and rushed it back to our position in the

The West Coast District Hospital 
Upgrade has reached a significant 
milestone with the construction of the 
$2.75 million upgrade beginning in 
November. 

Minister for Health, Guy Barnett, 
visited the hospital this week ahead of 
construction commencing. 

"This upgrade will help provide 
Coasters with the healthcare infrastruc-
ture they need and deserve," Minister 
Barnett said. 

"It was wonderful to catch up with 
health workers and community mem-
bers on the West Coast."

This project is jointly funded by the 
Tasmanian and Australian Govern-
ments.

The West Coast District Hospital 
redevelopment includes increasing the 
capacity of emergency care to three 
beds with a negative pressure room 
and increased access to the Emergency 
First Response Unit. 

It will also add an additional aged 
care bed with ensuite, providing a 

greater level of aged care service to the 
region.

Minister Barnett said this important 
upgrade also provides a greater level 
of emergency service to the West Coast 
of Tasmania through upgrades to the 
emergency department and patient flow 
from the ambulance bay. 

"To further support the emergency 
department, the project also deliv-
ers new telehealth services as a pilot 
program to the more isolated regions of 
Tasmania," Minister Barnett said. 

The Rockliff Liberal Government 
is doing what matters for Tasmanians 
including by investing $8 million into 
the health system every day. 

"We are investing more on health per 
capita than any other state in Australia* 
because our Government is deliver-
ing on our long-term plan to improve 
health services across the State," Min-
ister Barnett said.

Construction at the West Coast Dis-
trict Hospital is expected to be com-
pleted in 2024.

A capacity crowd of over 170 people 
attended yesterday's (Saturday) Tribute 
Power Station open day and saw first-
hand how water from Tasmania's west 
is turned into clean electricity.

Rachel Johnson, Hydro Tasmania's 
Acting Executive General Manager 
of People, Culture and Engagement, 
said the open day would be the first of 
many.

"The success of this weekend's open 
day shows how passionate and proud 
Tasmanians are of their hydro history," 
she said.

"We had to suspend open days during 
the pandemic, but now they've official-
ly restarted, we'll look to do more, in 
different locations around the state."

Christopher Walker, who attended the 
open day at Tribute power station, said 
he'd been waiting for the open days to 
start up again and described the experi-
ence as "gobsmacking".

"Unless you get down there and have 
a look, you don't realise the scope and 
the amount of work that goes in there. I 
think everyone has got a big kid inside 
them. We just love big machines and 
tunnels and stuff like that," Mr Walker 
said.

Power station tours are also import-
ant to the people who power Hydro 
Tasmania, who take great pride in their 
work.

"Tasmanians are our owners and our 
most important customers. It's fantas-
tic to show them how we're helping to 
provide clean, reliable energy for the 
state," Ms Johnson said.

The Tribute Power Station was com-
missioned in 1994 and named in hon-
our of the thousands of workers who 
sacrificed so much to build Tasmania's 
hydropower system.

The fight for better access to crucial 
healthcare continues, and now the 
uncertainty around jobs in the salmon 
industry loom.

paramedics in the region.”
